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· United Against Nuclear Iran (UANI) is a bi-partisan advocacy group dedicated to informing the public about the danger of a nuclear-armed Iran and to laying the groundwork for effective measures to find a resolution to the Iranian nuclear issue. UANI was founded in September 2008 by Ambassadors R. James Woolsey, Richard Holbrooke, Dennis Ross and Mark Wallace.
· Since our launch in September 2008, we have engaged in a variety of activities intended to elevate the profile of the Iranian nuclear issue by raising awareness and creating tools for action. 
· For at least the last 30 years, Iran has been an irresponsible state actor.  Iran, emboldened by a nuclear weapon, will only become more inclined to sponsor terror, foment conflict in the region, undermine the Middle East peace process, brutally suppress the human and political rights of its own people, and support anti-U.S. forces in Iraq. A regime that engages in such behavior cannot be trusted with a nuclear weapon. 
· The combined effects of lower oil prices, the financial crisis and continuing U.S. and EU sanctions have hurt Iran's economy. Now, more than ever, Iran relies on those international companies that do business in Iran to support its fragile economy.  Corporations that do business with Iran for short-term economic gain prop up the Iranian economy, facilitate the regime’s diversion of funds to its nuclear program and provide the regime with the imprimatur of respectability. Iran’s reliance on these multinational corporations provides us with an opportunity to 
· To seize upon this opportunity, UANI recently launched the Iran Business Registry (IBR). The IBR lists over 200 corporations that are doing business in Iran. Our goal is not/not to gratuitously hurt any legitimate business.  Instead, the IBR is a clearinghouse of information that individuals can use in making business choices and in focusing pressure on corporations in Iran. 
· A number of firms on the IBR have extensive business in the U.S. and also conduct business in Iran, including Siemens, Vitol, Erickson, Nokia, Barclay’s and Fiat. These corporations should choose between doing business in the U.S. or with Iran.  We can use the IBR to send a message to these corporations.
· The IBR has already been used by UANI supporters to pressure corporations doing business in Iran. UANI has used the IBR to lead successful media campaigns to dissuade executives at JPMorgan from meeting with the Iranian VP, exposed Nokia Siemens Networks’ complicity in the Iranian regime’s efforts to crack down on Iranian protestors and persuaded hotels and venues in New York City to refuse to host Iranian President Ahmadinejad during the UN General Assembly.
· UANI is also working to ensure that that no taxpayer dollars in any form—bailout, stimulus, TARP or even by way of standard government contracts—ends up in the hands of companies that do business in Iran via the Accountability for Business Choices on Iran Act. The ABC Iran Act was recently introduced in the U.S. Congress and is based on model legislation developed by UANI.
